Japan Airlines (JAL) provides flights from Haneda Airport (Tokyo) to Tokachi 

Obihiro Airport 4 times a day, from Komaki Airport (Aichi) to TOA once a day, 

and from Kansai Airport (Osaka) to TOA once a day. Travelling time from 

Tokachi Obihiro Airport to central Obihiro is approximately 25 minutes. The 

transfer can be made by airport shuttle (JPY1,000 - to all major hotels and the 

train station), or taxi and rental cars are available. Keep baggage tags handy as 

these will be required on exit from the baggage collection area.

Japan Railways (JR) Hokkaido provides limited express services between 

Sapporo and Obihiro approximately 2.20hrs), and between Chitose Airport and 

Obihiro (approximately 2.10hrs).

It is wise to expect to pay for most daily expenses in cash (JPY). Hotels and 

large shops will accept international credit cards, but often smaller convenience 

stores, petrol stations, restaurants and some ATMs will only accept cash or 

Japanese credit cards.

The currency is Japanese Yen (JPY, or ' '), and it is a decimal system, with the 

largest note being JPY10,000, and the smallest coin being JPY1. In February 

2009, the exchange rate was  1 EUR = about 118 JPY; 1 USD = about 94 JPY;

Public Phones

International calls can be made from grey, or brown/green coloured public telephones located in hotels 

and passenger terminals. JPY1,000 notes are required to buy phone cards to use the phones. Vending 

machines for phone cards are always located close to the phones.

Internet Connections

Almost all hotels have internet connections from hotel rooms, or an outlet in their business centre. The 

grey and brown/green public telephones are also fitted with modem sockets, providing an inexpensive 

means of connection to the Internet. The brown/green type also has infra-red modem connection 

capability. Many cafes also have modem sockets.

22.3 Driving and Drivers Licenses

A valid Japanese license or International Driving Permit is required for driving on public roads. 

International Driving Permits MUST be issued under the 1949 Geneva Traffic Convention and this will be 

stated on the front of the document. Please contact the organisers if you are unable to obtain such a 

license. German, French or Swiss driving license holders may request a translation of their license from 

JAF and use this translation, as an alternative to the 'Geneva Convention' International Driving Permit..

All vehicles travel on the left side of the road and drivers should be aware of the following rules:

Road signs generally comply with the international system, with the exception of stop signs which are an

inverted triangular shape (similar to 'Give Way' signs in other countries).

All cars are required to stop at every railway crossing and watch for trains, before proceeding.

The speed limit, unless otherwise indicated, is 40km/h in built up areas and 60km/h elsewhere. Speed 

limits on expressways are 70 km/h or 80km/h depending on conditions.

Drivers and passengers must wear seatbelts

The use of mobile phones whilst driving is prohibited.

Drivers are not permitted ANY LEVEL of alcohol in their blood. The fine is JPY300,000.

Where the rally route utilises the DOTO Expressway, a toll fee is payable. The cost depends on the 

vehicle and the distance travelled.

22.4 Banks, Credit Cards and Cash

The banking system in Japan, outside the major cities is quite conservative. The options for obtaining 

cash are limited, so travellers to Tokachi should read this section carefully.

The only Automatic Telling Machines (ATMs) that can handle international cash withdrawals were those 

located at Post Offices. But before travelling to Japan, it is wise to check on your bank account details to

The major bank branches in Obihiro have international services sections where it is possible to cash 

travellers' cheques or pick up bank drafts. The Hokkaido Bank in central Obihiro will give international 

cash advances on Visa cards (only).

Supplementation: Seven Eleven convenience stores are available for use your international credit / cash 

cards at their ATMs.

22.5 Travel to Obihiro

Following is a description of how to get to Obihiro.

From Tokyo / Narita International Airport to Haneda Airport

Take an Airport Limousine bus from Narita Airport to Haneda Airport. The transfer costs JPY3,000 and 

tickets are available from the Airport Limousine / Information desk that is against the opposite wall as 

you come out of the arrivals hall. Payment by credit card is not always possible. At Haneda you will need 

to get off the buses at the terminal 1 (JAL)

From Tokyo / Haneda Airport to Tokachi Obihiro Airport-

4 flights travel regularly every day from Haneda to Tokachi / Obihiro Airport by Japan Airlines. The flight 

terminal is 1.

From Osaka/Kansai International Airport to Tokachi Obihiro Airport

transfers to domestic flights are within the same terminal. Follow the signs to direct you to the departures 

area.

One flight travels regularly every day from Osaka/Kansai to Tokachi / Obihiro Airport by Japan Airlines 

(Out of service in winter).

From Komaki / Nagoya Airport to Tokachi Obihiro Airport

One flight travels regularly every day from Komaki / Nagoya to Tokachi / Obihiro Airport by Japan 

Airlines.

From Sapporo/Chitose Airport to JR Obihiro Station

For those coming by train a transfer is required at Minami Chitose (South Chitose) Station approximately 

three minutes after departing the airport. Tickets one-way will cost about JPY6,000.

From Sapporo/Chitose Airport by car

Those coming by car should follow the signs to Obihiro. This includes an expressway where a toll of 

JPY1,950 (this is combined price the cost of between Chitose I.C and Yubari I.C where is the terminal of 
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Do-Ou Express way : JPY 1,350, and between Tokachi Shimizu I.C and Obihiro Kawanishi I.C. : JPY 

600).

From Tokachi Obihiro Airport to the central Obihiro -

Buses (JPY1,000) coordinated with arriving and departing flights, provide a shuttle service to and from 

most big hotels. Taxis and rental cards are also available at the airport. Travelling time is approximately 

40 minutes.

From the central Obihiro to HQ in Makubetsu

Traveling time from JR Obihiro Station to the HQ is approximately 20 minutes by car, and about 40 

minutes from Tokachi Obihiro Airport.

22.6  Language and Customs

The language and customs of Japan can be quite intimidating, because to many foreigners the culture is 

extremely different to what they may be used to. Japanese people, however, are forgiving and will either 

ignore the mistakes of foreigners, or laugh with them. Some commonly used Japanese words are 

included in in Appendix F.

Language

Japanese words are fairly easy to pronounce. For English speakers it is pronounced as written. 

However, more often than not the difficulty is in understanding the written characters. All street signs are 

written in English and Japanese characters in Obihiro and on major roads. The rally hotels will have 

instructions written in English as well as Japanese.

In addition to this, most Japanese people study English for six years at junior high school and high 

school, so while they may not be fluent they usually have some vocabulary and should be able to assist 

with a mixture of English words, Japanese and charades.

Business Cards

The first thing that people do when they meet for business is to exchange business cards. It would be 

wise to bring a good supply. It is important to hold the business cards with two hands, when exchanging 

and receiving them. After you have received a card, bow and study the card and show an interest in the 

company name, the persons name and their title.

Bowing

Bowing is a sign of respect. Japanese people bow to each other in the same circumstances as 

westerners would shake hands. There are many degrees of bowing and guidelines on how to do it, but in 

principle it allows two people to break eye contact and to show respect for each other. Watch what other 

people do, and if it seems appropriate, bow from the waist keeping your legs straight and arms by your 

side.

Chopsticks

It is customary to eat with chopsticks, but forks are often available at the table at restaurants. If not, then 

forks can be requested.

Shoes

It depends on the venue, but often it is necessary to remove the shoes you are wearing (not socks) and 

put on the slippers that are provided.

Sitting / sleeping on the floor

At many restaurants in Obihiro, guests sit on the floor on tatami (woven straw) mats. The most polite way 

to sit is with your knees and feet folded underneath you. Most non-Japanese people can only sustain this 
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for about five minutes maximum, if at all. Sit however feels comfortable. Sometimes a backrest can be 

provided. There are also restaurants with tables and chairs, or a combination of both.

Hotels also have Japanese style rooms, where guests sleep on mattresses on the floor. The mattresses 

are then stowed in the cupboard during the day. Guests will often prefer to use the communal baths that 

are available and as a consequence Japanese style rooms may not have baths or showers. One of the 

advantages of Japanese style rooms is that more people can be accommodated, and it can work out 

cheaper.

Food and drink

Japanese people eat a lot of seafood, in one form or another, but chicken, beef, pork, vegetables and 

lamb are almost always on the menu. Common preparations are sushi or sashimi (raw fish); izakaya 

(mostly grilled); sukiyaki (communal steam pot); bento (lunch box); ramen (yellow noodles), udon (fat 

white noodles), soba (buckwheat noodles - eaten hot or cold), gyoza (grilled dumplings) and yakiniku 

(grilled meat). A list of recommended restaurants will be included in Section 22.8.

-Western food is available in Obihiro. There are a number of MacDonalds stores, and KFC. Mos Burger 

serves hamburgers, and in many restaurants 'hamburger' is on the menu. These are prepared as a 

rissole, or meat ball.

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Japanese food vocabulary -

Sashimi  = raw fish dipped in soy sauce, with wasabi paste
Sushi  = raw fish dipped in soy sauce, with wasabi paste, served on a rice ball
Sukyaki  = sliced beef and vegetables cooked in a pan.
Butadon  = What 'Peking Duck' is to Beijing, Butadon is to Obihiro.  Charcoal-grilled thick slices of pork 
  with house-original sauce, served on rice. 
Udon  = large white noodles, made from rice flour, eaten with stock, meat and fresh vegetales.
Soba  = buckwheat noodles eaten hot or cold, often in a clear soup stock with fresh vegetables.
Ramen  = Chinese style noodles served in hot soup.  Hokkaido is known for Miso Ramen, which is   
  ramen with a salty soy-bean paste flavoured soup.
Yakiniku  = barbecue style originating from Korea / Mongolia.  Guest sit around a table with the grill   
  built into the table between them., and cook various types of meat and vegetables.
Izakaya  = Japanese style pub food, where guests share a variety of small dishes.  Similar in concept  
  to Spanish 'tapas'.  
Gyoza  = Japanese style grilled 'won tons'.
